1. Using the Aeneid Mediterranean Map on the back of this sheet, circle the city of Troy with a green color.  

2. Outline the island of Sicily in red.

3. Circle the city of Carthage in orange.

4. Using a black or blue pen, put a square box around the name “Libya”.

5. In pen, put a square box around the name “Egypt”.

6. Put a square box around the name “Israel”.

7. Circle the city of Tyre in black or blue ink.

8. Outline the land area of Latium (Italy) in brown. 

9. Circle the words “Tuscan Sea” in blue or black ink.

10. Carefully outline all the seas and the Atlantic Ocean area in blue.

11. Below, draw an outline map like the one on the back of this sheet.  Label all of the land areas and cities mentioned above.  Label the Mediterranean Sea and Tuscan Sea.  Then draw a small ship near Troy.  Draw a line from the ship to Carthage, Sicily, and then to Rome, showing the route the Trojans took to get from Troy to Rome.
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
